Requirements for Residents

Goals

1. Expand differential diagnosis for monoarthritis, polyarthritis (acute & chronic)

2. Recognize multisystemic features of autoimmune disease

3. Improve physical examination of joints and musculoskeletal system

4. Be able to assess physical examination of cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine within some posture

5. Become familiar with current rheumatologic medications including NSAIDs, steroids, remittive agents, biologic agents, and anti-gout agents. Understand side effects and appropriate laboratory monitoring.
